· Update from SED with regards to Algebra I:
In January, CC Algebra 1 is on January 26 and Integrated Algebra is January 27 - both are afternoon exams.  Any student who took Algebra prior to the start of this year (2014-15) can take the Integrated Algebra exam. 
Districts received clarification about the June 2015 administration of the Integrated Algebra exam.  This exam is ONLY for students who took Algebra prior to this year.  The students currently enrolled in CC Algebra 1 for the first time in 2014-15 will only take the CC Algebra 1 exam.  They are not allowed to also take Integrated Algebra and use the higher of the two scores.  A memo clarifying this should come out from SED.
This was the information on a slide during a presentation from SED:
There will be an additional administration of the Integrated Algebra Regents Examination in June 2015. 
At the November meeting, the BOR approved emergency regulations providing that students who are instructed in Common Core Algebra I may, at district discretion, take the Integrated Algebra Regents in addition to the Common Core Algebra I.
